The Charter Day Middle School Parent and Student Handbook is designed to acquaint you with
the policies and expectations of the school, as well as give you information that will be beneficial
to you throughout the school year. Please use the material as your guide to a successful year.

The Board, Superintendent, Director, Faculty, and Staff of Charter Day Middle School approach
each year with excitement and vitality.

Striving to reach this goal must be a
united effort on the part of students, teachers, administrators, parents, and community. The
personal benefits students receive from their years here, and the reputation of Charter Day
School will be determined by the extent to which everyone becomes truly involved and puts
forth his/her best effort.

Mission Statement

Our understandings of humankind and our universe are expressed and communicated through
all of our arts and sciences. Each method of expression- language, painting, music,
mathematics, and science- has its rules and techniques for effectively communicating these
ideas and understandings.

These rules and techniques are bridges over which ideas must be communicated from one
generation to the next.

Thus, the mission of Charter Day School through The Roger Bacon Academy is, for the next
generation:

Purpose

1. Improve Student Learning:

1 Learning environment: The mandatory prerequisite for learning to occur is an
orderly, disciplined environment. Our School Pledge requires the student to
strive for positive goals and virtues. Behavior that is not conducive to the
achievement of the goals and virtues of the School Pledge will not be allowed.

9 Teaching Method: The Middle School teachers will use proven teaching
techniques to dramatically improve learning for each student.

9 Technology: Charter Day School will use the latest technologies as aids,
reference materials, art examples, music and other teaching materials to assist
the teacher in presentations to the students.

9 Dress Code: Charter Day School requires all students to wear a uniform to
promote a sense of pride and a team spirit, as every student is a member of the
academic team.

2. Increase Learning Opportunities: For all students, with special emphasis on expanded
learning experiences for students who are identified as ‘at risk of academic failure’ or
‘academically gifted’.

2. Encourage the use of Innovative Teaching Methods: Through the use of varied types of
instruction, students on all levels benefit

4. Provide Parents and Students with Expanded Choices: The achievement-based
classification for student progression assures that each student is in a classroom
environment that has instructional objectives that are challenging to that student’s
abilities and willingness to learn.

Educational Focus

Charter Day Middle School is a disciplined, caring classroom environment that emphasizes
traditional values and direct instructional methods with students who wish to fulfill high
expectations for diligence, discipline, and devotion to seeking knowledge.

Charter Day Middle School unites and balances all subjects—whether language, mathematics,
art, music, history, or science—by teaching each as a method for expressing ideas with
standard rules and classical examples for study in each area.

Every student who is willing to pledge self-discipline, honesty, and perseverance can excel to
their fullest potential at Charter Day Middle School. We expect every student to devote full
attention to every subject—whether language, mathematics, art, music, history, or science—to
achieve a balanced, comprehensive understanding of our civilization and the world in which we
live.



Curriculum

As parents and teachers, we recognize that all children have many gifts and particular interests.

Our curriculum has been chosen with the real

succumbing to mediocrity, apathy, and burnout. A classroom ratio of approximately twenty
five students per teacher (Grades 6-8) will allow the teacher to meet individual needs by
employing a variety of teaching methods compatible with students’ individual learning styles as
a means of helping them reach their maximum potential. We will also promote continuity
between the disciplines. Our curriculum will be challenging and rich in content, while teaching
the skills necessary at each grade level and encouraging the development of good study habits.

Charter Day School teaches a classical curriculum espousing traditional western civilization
values and founded on the belief that one must be able to communicate clearly one’s ideas and
understand the communications of others.

To this end, all communication must be grounded upon commonly understood and agreed-upon
rules. Only when these rules are learned can one strive to communicate new ideas that may lie
beyond the rules’ abilities and thereby create new, more powerful means of communication.

In literature, for example, the progression of skills and knowledge of rules from handwriting to
vocabulary, from vocabulary to grammar, from grammar to composition, and finally from
composition to personal expression cannot be shortened. Omitting any step in this progression
invites miscommunication and erroneous understandings.

An analogous progression exists in art, in music, in drama, in mathematics, in science, and in
every human endeavor to express ideas - regardless of the medium of expression or the subject
of the expression.

Charter Day Middle School curriculum is structured to teach the established rules and to
develop the skills for using the tools for expression - whether a word-processor for literature, a
paint brush for art, a chisel for sculpture, a keyboard for music, or an experiment for science.

Along with skill development, the curriculum incorporates a continuum of examples - both
classical and contemporary - of techniques for expressions from our world. For example, the
artistic expressions of the hunter-gatherers’ cave paintings, the works of Caravaggio, and
impressionists such as Van Gogh will be studied. The literary works of Homer, Chaucer,
Shakespeare, and Hemmingway, and the expressions of Bacon, Galileo, Newton, and Einstein
in science are examples of recognized expressions of our universe.

These men all sought, by one medium or another, to express their understanding of some bit of
truth about our universe and thereby improve our ability to exist within it.

The combination of learning rule-based methods for expression and error-free communication
with examples drawn from our civilization prepares each student for life-long learning and for
contributing to their generation and to the generations of the future

Academic Expectations

Every effort will be made to ensure a student's academic success at Charter Day Middle
School; however, if a student’s final overall average is less than Mastery or below grade level,
then he/she will not necessarily be guaranteed enrollment for the following school year due to
space availability in the grade to be repeated.

Teachers and Parents must work closely together to ensure a student’s academic success.
Parents with children experiencing academic difficulty are encouraged to meet with their
respective teacher.

If parents find that our curriculum and standards of conduct are too challenging for their
children, we strongly recommend that you examine your option of enrolling your child in
another public school in the area, one where the requirements including homework and
classroom participation are less rigorous.

Admission Policy

The application of any eligible student who agrees to be bound by the school pledge and adhere
to the school’s policies will be accepted and that student will be admitted if there is space
available. The open enrollment period for each year’s new class will be held from January 1st
through the 31st. If the number of applications received during this period exceeds the available
number of openings, then all these applications will be placed in a lottery and assigned
placement numbers as each number is drawn. The lottery, if necessary, will be held shortly
after the end of the enrollment period and is open to the public. Available classroom seats will
be determined by the number of students reenrolling for the next school year. All students
intending to reenroll for the next year will be given the opportunity to do so by filling out a “Letter
of Intent” to reenroll. This letter will be sent home prior to the end of the second quarter of
school. If a parent fails to return the Letter of Intent by the given due date, they will not be
guaranteed a seat and must reapply for enrollment.

If, by the close of the open enroliment period, there are still openings available in a grade,
students will be admitted on a first come, first served basis. Applications received after open
enrolliment will be noted with the time and date received, and the students become eligible for
admission in the order received until all currently available openings are filled. Applications will
be accepted after classes begin. Once a class is full, applications will be placed on a waiting list
in the order drawn by lottery or received after the lottery to be admitted to openings created by
transfers as they become available. Transfer of incoming new students after January will be
accepted on a case by case basis.

After notification of acceptance, a student registration packet must be completed and submitted
prior to the student attending class. This includes health forms, birth certificate, and other
required information. No new students will be allowed to begin classes until proof of
promotion from their previous school has been given to Charter Day School.

The Charter Day School admits all children regardless of race, ethnic background, or religious
preference.

Compliance with Other Laws

The school shall comply with all applicable federal laws and regulations, including but not limited
to such laws and regulations governing employment, environment, disabilities, civil rights,
children with special needs, transportation, and student records. The school shall comply with
all applicable health and safety laws and regulations, whether federal, state or local. Neither the
State Board of Education nor the local board of education assumes the duty to oversee the
operations of Charter Day School except as may otherwise be required to monitor the charter
school for compliance with applicable laws and regulations. Charter Day Middle School is
required to notify parents, students and staff of the provisions of this paragraph.



House Bill 1032 ( Deborah Greenblatt Act)

The Charter Day School has established guidelines for the use of restraint and provisions for
training the staff in the management of student behavior. This new law takes effect July 1, 2006
and requires Charter Day School to inform parents of the new law and the definitions for the
following terms and how the school will use these forms:

Physical restraint is the use of physical force to restrict the freedom of movement. Charter Day
School will use a trained crisis team to physically restrain a child only as the last resort to
protect the health and safety of the child and others in the area.

Mechanical Restraint is the use of any device or material to restrict the freedom of movement.
Charter Day School will use a trained crisis team to mechanically restrain a student only as a
last resort to protect the health and safety of the student and others in the area. Charter Day
School will also contact the proper authorities (law enforcement, etc) to assist when needed.

Seclusion is the confinement of a student alone in an enclosed space from which the student is
prevented from leaving. Charter Day School will use a trained crisis team to seclude a student
only as a last resort to protect the health and safety of the student and others in the area.
Charter Day School will also contact the proper authorities (law enforcement, etc) to assist when
needed.

Isolation is the confinement of a student alone in an enclosed space from which the student is
NOT prevented from leaving. Charter Day School will use isolation to help a child get their
behavior back under control before allowing them to rejoin their classmates. This space will
follow the guidelines set forth in the law.

Time out is a behavior management technique in which a student is separated from others for a
limited time in a monitored setting. Charter Day School uses the time out system to manage
student behavior. The new law does not regulate the use of time out.

Aversive Procedures cause physical harm and long term psychological impairment. Charter
Day School will at no time use aversive procedures to modify a student’s behavior.

Information on this new law can be found in the Charter Day School office.

Equal Education Opportunities

Charter Day School provides equal education opportunities for all students and does not
discriminate on the basis of race, gender, disability, nationality, or religious affiliation. The
school adheres to the legal obligations and requirements under section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973 and the Individuals with Disabilities Act Amendments of 1997, including
identification, evaluation, and provision of an appropriate education.

Fundraising

All fundraising events are to be approved by the administration. The Director and an officer of
the Board must approve the event prior to it being scheduled or announced. The purpose of this
policy is to ensure that all fundraising events are consistent with the Charter Day Middle School
mission and that all responsible parties are informed of school activities

Grievances

All grievances against faculty members will be handled in the following manner:
1. Grievances will be directed first to the party in which the grievance originated.
2. If not resolved with faculty member, a meeting with the parent, teacher and lead teacher will
be scheduled.
3. If the grievance is not adequately resolved, the matter will be brought to the Director of the
Middle School. The Director will meet with the faculty member first.
4. If the grievance is not resolved at this level, the Director of the Middle School will meet with
the person who has the grievance to resolve the matter.
. If the grievance is not resolved at this level, the Board of Trustees will meet with the person
who has the grievance to resolve the matter. All Board decisions are final.

Notification of Asbestos Inspection

In compliance with the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard
Emergency Response Act (AHERA), Charter Day School is inspected annually for Asbestos.
The school was found to have no asbestos during the recent inspection.

Placement

The Director of the Middle School makes all placement decisions. Placement decisions are
made for all new students and a review of placement for all continuing students occurs each
year. The Director of the Middle School will make every effort to place students in classes that
are balanced to foster the optimum growth of each child and the class as a whole.

Retention

Students progress at their own rate and the significance of an individual student’s age/grade
level is de-emphasized. There are times, however, when the teacher believes it would benefit a
student to spend an additional year at the same grade level. The decision to retain the student
will be based on the evaluation of a number of assessments, including end-of-grade scores,
achievement of mastery, and other academic considerations specific to grade level and the
Charter Day Middle School philosophy. Additionally, a student may be retained if they exceed
the maximum number of allowed absences of fifteen days. The teacher’s responsibility is to
present this decision to the Director of the Middle School. After discussion with the teacher, a
parent who does not agree with the decision to retain may appeal the decision to the Director.

Solicitations

Any solicitations are prohibited without the permission of the administration. This includes the
selling of tickets, candy, the distribution of political materials, the circulation of petitions, etc.

A student can be required to withdrawal and enroll in another public school if, in the opinion of
the Headmaster, there has been sufficient violation of the School Pledge or the rules and
policies of the Parent/Student Handbook. A student may be suspended or expelled from the
school if the rules continue to not be followed or if the student’s conduct, as established by his
or her teacher(s), proves to be disruptive or dangerous to other students and/or staff,
recognizing the requirements of state and federal law concerning special needs students.
Suspension may also occur if a student or parent(s) fails to adhere to the terms of the Charter
Day School Family Agreement.

Be assured that the Director of Charter Day School will have the discretion to enforce the
School Pledge with all due consideration given to the age of the student and other
relevant circumstances.

General School Expectations
Absent Work

Students who are absent may stop by the office after 3:00 to pick up the assignments they
missed for the day. Students who are absent with a doctor’s note or excused will have 2 days
for each day absent to complete work with no deduction in grade. After that time all work will
follow the late work policy. Students who are absent without an excuse must have all work
turned in the next day before the late work policy is enforced.

Arrival and Departure Procedures

When students arrive on campus, they should report directly to their classroom or to the
classroom designated as early drop-off for that grade level. Once students arrive on campus,
they must remain on campus throughout the school day. Students should leave campus when
their school day ends. If a student is not picked up after school, they will be sent to daycare, if
they are enrolled in daycare. If they are not enrolled, we will contact the local authorities, after
attempting to contact the parents.

During morning drop-off, vehicles are not allowed to park in front of the classrooms. We request
that parents not walk their children to class. Parents who wish to speak with their child’s teacher
may request a conference.

Traffic

1. Parents will follow Bernoulli’s Trail and take the loop through the forest and drop their
child off at the designated drop-off area. Parents may also drop off their child after
parking in front of the football field (same side as middle school). Vehicles are not
allowed to pass or go around other cars. Additionally, there will be no parking along
Bernoulli’s Trail.

2. Parents who wish to park and walk their children across Bernoulli’s Trail (the road in
front of the Middle School) must use the crosswalk.

3. Parents are not allowed to leave their vehicles while in line.

4. Teachers will be present to assist in traffic flow and ensure the safety of the students.
Please obey their traffic directions.

5. Parents are not allowed to enter the campus during morning drop-off or afternoon pick-
up. The only exception is a scheduled conference. Please keep in mind that the
teachers are busy in the mornings preparing for your child’s classes.

6. All students must be within the campus gates before 8:07 to be considered on time.

Specific traffic directions for drop-off and pick-up will be presented during orientation.

Parents are reminded to drive slowly throughout the campus. The speed limitis 5 mph.

Attendance

All children are expected to be at school each day unless they are ill or there is an emergency.
In compliance with the North Carolina Compulsory Attendance Law (G.S. 115C-378) all
absences parental documentation explaining

unexcused absences can result in a parent bei

office and the director of social services in the county in which the child resides.

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It is the policy of the Board of Trustees that any student with more than 15 absences
(excused or unexcused) shall be retained the following school year. Parents may appeal
this decision if a medical condition exists which may have prevented normal attendance.

If your child is absent from school, please send a note with your child on his/her return stating
the reason for the absence. Notes should be received at school no later than 2 days after the
absence. Undocumented absences cannot be excused.

Students who are absent for family, church trips or other reasons not considered excused by
state policy will be given an unexcused absence. Work may be provided ahead if cleared with
an administrator before the absence occurs.
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Tardies
If a student arrives after 8:07 a.m. (middle school), they will be considered tardy.* The student
will need to go to the administration office to sign in and get a tardy slip to present to the
teacher. Please note that failure to wake-up on time does not excuse a tardy. Additionally,
students must be in their classroom at the designated time, not on campus or through the gate.
So far we have no children who can drive a car so please remember that your actions do
influence your child’s education.

For a tardy to be excused, you MUST have a doctor’s note and all missed worked may be made
up. You will have 10 unexcused tardies a year to use as you wish, and students must make up
any missed work. After the 10" unexcused tardy, a letter will be sent to the district attorney and
the Department of Social Services and all missed work will result in a zero.

* Bad weather or traffic accidents are the only exceptions, and will be determined by
administration.

Early Dismissals

If you pick up your child early from school, no matter what time, it is considered an early
dismissal. For an early dismissal to be considered excused, you MUST have a doctor’s note
and all missed work must be made up. You will have 10 unexcused early dismissals a year to
use as you wish, which students may also make up any missed work. After the 10" unexcused
early dismissal, a letter will be sent to the district attorney and the Department of Social
Services and all missed work will result in a zero.

If parents must take a child out of school during the school day for reasons such as a doctor's
appointment, a note must be submitted no later than the morning of the pick-up. Parents must
come to the office and sign the student out. Students will be called from the office to meet their
parent. Students will be considered present for the day if they are in attendance for at least 3 %2
hours. Remember, teachers are still instructing in the classrooms until the end of school and
early dismissals interrupt instruction.

Bullying

Bullying, intimidation, repeated teasing or taunting, or use of offensive or degrading language
including, but not limited to, remarks that demean a person’s race, religion, sex, national origin,
disability, intellectual ability or physical attributes are specifically prohibited.
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Campus Boundaries

Charter Day Middle School is surrounded by woods. For safety’s sake, a student is not
permitted outside the immediate school area without supervision. Violation of these boundaries,
without staff supervision, will subject the student to disciplinary action for being “Off-Campus”.
Under no circumstances are students allowed to wander without supervision.

Classroom Supplies

Each teacher will issue a list of supplies required for the class before the beginning of the school
year. Parents are expected to replace used supplies throughout the year.

Classroom Visitation

Visitors are welcomed at Charter Day Middle School. In order to arrange a classroom visit, you
must first come to the administration office to sign in and show identification to receive a visitor's
pass. We ask that visitors sign in upon arrival and sign out upon departure in the school office.
Additionally, we ask that you are considerate while visiting the classroom so as not to interrupt
the instruction or distract the students. Because of the possibility of distraction, other children
may not accompany you to the classrooms. Please make other arrangements for them prior to
your visit. Although visitors are welcomed, we do ask that you do not misuse this policy.

Community Services

Any student misconduct may result in them performing community services around the school.
Community service must be approved by the Director. These duties may take place either
during regular school hours, or during Saturday remediation periods. Community service may
be performed daily, at a maximum of 2 hours at a time.

Contacting Teachers

Teachers may be contacted during regular school hours by calling the office (655-5455 x214)
and leaving a message. Any dialogue with a teacher concerning a student is to be scheduled in
advance. The hours between 7:45 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. are when teachers are teaching,
supervising, advising, and planning for students. In order to maximize teaching time and teacher
effectiveness, interrupting or detaining a teacher during these times is not allowed.

Discipline

Charter Day School is an academic institution; therefore, all behaviors should reflect the
seriousness of this endeavor. Charter Day Middle School regards each student as a valuable
part of the school community. A community which values the dignity and worth of each
individual is created by each member taking personal responsibility for his or her behavior and
respecting the personal and cultural differences of other members in the community. Charter
Day Middle School students are expected to display a courteous attitude at all times. When
students fail to do this, disciplinary action may take place. Discipline and self-control are
essential to the academic and social success of each child. As part of the Charter Day Middle
School mission statement, we are committed to fostering in each student self-discipline, sound
moral character, and respect for our community of unique individuals. With these ethics in
mind, the following expectations apply:
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Students will:

Strive to maintain high academic standards.

Respect the personal space, property, and privacy of others.

Be kind, courteous, and thoughtful.

Respect and keep our environment clean.

Complete all class assignments and submit when due.

Exhibit a spirit of scholarship and good sportsmanship.

Exercise good manners at all times. This includes:

Not interrupting others or speaking out of turn.

Raising one’s hand to be called upon.

Addressing all adults by their appropriate title (Mr., Mrs., Miss, Ms., Dr., etc).
Using polite responses frequently, such as: “ Thank you", “Pl ease”
Ma’ am/ Sir”,am/Mo rMag et c.
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Students will not:

Breach the School Pledge.

Plagiarize —claiming the intellectual, artistic, or literary work of another as one’s own.
Compromise the safety of oneself or others through inappropriate behavior.

Possess or use alcohol, tobacco products, marijuana, controlled substances or associated
paraphernalia on campus or while attending off-campus events.

Possess, threaten to possess, or use weapons of any kind as defined in NCGS 14-269 or
powerful explosives as defined in G.S. 14-284.1 on campus or while attending off-campus
events.

Fight, show physical aggression, or display any inappropriate physical contact.

Misuse school or personal property of others.

Engage in personal harassment of any kind.

Leave school grounds without express permission of parent and/or Headmaster. Being
outside the boundaries of the school campus will be construed as leaving school grounds.

Administrative Interventions

Referral to the Director of Middle School- students who are sent to the office will become
involved with the following consequences as deemed necessary. These consequences are
examples of the type of behavior intervention strategies utilized by the office and may be used
in combination to help students avoid repeat situations. Possible intervention strategies include:

- Counseling student on the problem

- Reviewing rule or expectation that is involved

- Detention (before or after school)

- Referral to school counselor

- Student writes a problem solving report regarding the situation

- Contacting parents about the situation

- Student loss of certain privileges

- Student-teacher-director conference

- Student-teacher-parent-director conference

- In-school suspension (will be given assignments from teacher)

- Student being sent home for the remainder of the day (out-of-school suspension)
- Student being sent home for one to five days (out-of-school suspension)
- Recommendation to the school board for expulsion

Disciplinary Actions

Most infractions of school rules will be addressed immediately by the teacher or staff member
involved, and appropriate consequences will be decided. The following steps will be taken when
a student’s behavior is inconsistent with the school’s mission or standards of conduct:

1. The student will be expected to evaluate his/her behavior with the teacher, and to identify
actions that will result in pro-social behavior. This action plan should include describing the
inappropriate behavior, identifying the rule or expectation, and alternatives to the behavior
for the future. An apology or restitution, as appropriate, may be required.

2. The student will be expected to correct his/her behavior immediately.
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3. Excuses for a recurrence of the behavior will not be accepted.

4. |If the action plan is not successful and the behavior persists, the teacher and Director of
Middle School will determine appropriate disciplinary action which may include lunch
detention, after-school detention, limits on free play, exclusion from off-campus activities,
parental attendance in class, suspension, expulsion, or dismissal from Charter Day School.

THE FOLLOWING BEHAVIORS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED AND WILL RESULT IN
IMMEDIATE DISMISSAL OR SUSPENSION FROM SCHOOL WITHOUT DISCUSSION. A
RECOMMENDATION FOR EXPULSION WILL BE MADE BY THE HEADMASTER TO THE
BOARD OF TRUSTEES.

1 ANY ACTION OR THREAT OF AN ACTION THAT COULD JEOPARDIZE THE SAFETY
OF OTHERS

1 POSSESSION OF A WEAPON

1 DEFIANCE OF A TEACHER OR REFUSAL TO FOLLOW DIRECTIONS GIVEN BY AN
ADULT IN CHARGE

Appeals with regards to an expulsion should be formally directed in writing to the Charter Day
School Board of Trustees within two (2) days of the student’s dismissal. The suspension will
remain in place until the Board meets and reviews the appeal.

Lunchtime Detention

Occasionally it becomes necessary to discipline a student for violating the established school
rules or Code of Conduct. In an effort to deter such actions and hold students accountable for
their behavior, detention during lunchtime may be assigned. Students are to report to the
assigned location for the entire lunch period. Teachers will assign work for students to complete
while they eat lunch. Failure to serve the detention will result in the assignment of a second
detention. Failure to serve the two detentions may result in an After School Detention.

After School Detention (Community Service)

After School Detention is served outside of the school day. Students are notified of the infraction
and are to serve the detention on the "Date(s) for Detention" date listed on the detention slip.
The parents will be informed by phone and/or note which will be sent home with the student.
Parents must sign the detention form. Students are to give the signed copy to the office upon
arriving at school the next day. Failure to return the signed detention slip, or failure to serve the
first detention, will result in the assignment of a second detention. Failure to serve the two
detentions at the arranged times may result in a Saturday School assignment by the Director.
Other detentions may be assigned and served with individual teachers. Transportation home
after detention is the responsibility of the student/parent.

The following rules must be followed in all detentions:

No talking or moving from assigned seat.

No headphones or radios.

Students need to bring schoolwork or reading material.
No sleeping.

Saturday School

Saturday School is served from 8:00 to 12:00 a.m. on a Saturday morning in the multipurpose
room prior to 8:00 a.m.
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Saturday School guidelines:

1. Absence from an assigned Saturday School, without prior approval of an administrator,
may result in a suspension.

Students are to sign the Saturday School sign-in sheet.

Students are to bring schoolwork. No other kinds of activity will be permitted.

Talking is not permitted.

Appropriate breaks will be determined by the monitor. Students will be dismissed at
12:00 noon.

Parents will be notified of assigned Saturday School by mail. Students are also to inform
parents.

7. No sleeping will be permitted in Saturday School.
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Out-of-School Suspension (OSS)

1. Parents will be notified of the suspension and may be asked to take the student home.
The student may not attend school through the length of the suspension.

2. Students will be allowed to make up tests, projects, and major assignments missed while
serving Out-of-School Suspension.

3. Students will not be allowed to make up classroom work missed while serving Out-of-
School Suspension.

4. Parents will be notified of the student's rights to appeal.

5. Suspensions may cross semester lines and may be carried from one school year to the

next.

Students may not attend any school functions, home or away.

Students are not permitted on school grounds while serving an OSS.

Emergency Closing/Delay

Before School Closings-
In the event of bad weather prior to the start of the school day, please listen to the following
broadcasts for information regarding a school closing or delayed schedule, WECT-TV 6,
WWAY-TV 3, 106.3 FM, or 103.9 FM. Please listen for Charter Day School:

During School Closings-
In the event of any emergency school closing during the school day, Charter Day School will
follow normal pick-up procedures, at the time designated for closing. Your child will be allowed
to leave with whoever has been designated on their enrollment form, authorized to pick him/her
up. Please be sure that your child is familiar with who will pick him/her up and where he/she will
be taken in case of school closings. Additionally, update your authorized pick up list as
necessary. Should weather conditions deteriorate unexpectedly during the day, the same media
will be alerted as to the school's closure. All efforts will be made to contact those parents who
miss the radio or television announcement.

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Latest pick-up: 3:45 p.m.
Emergency Contact Information

Before the start of the school year, each child must have on file in the school office a Student
Enroliment Form that contains health information, emergency telephone numbers, and parent
signatures. Changes in this information at any time during the school year should be
reported to the office immediately. If an emergency occurs at school, first aid will be
administered and parents will be immediately contacted. If parents cannot be reached,
emergency contact information listed on the Student Enroliment Form will be contacted. If the
situation warrants, the school will call the Emergency Medical Service. If a child becomes sick at
school and needs to leave, the parents will be contacted. At that time, either the parent or other
adult authorized to pick-up the student (listed on the Student Enrollment Form) must pickup and
sign the student out from school.

Electronic Devices

Any electronic device such as IPODS, MP3 players, electronic games, and Cell Phones will not
be allowed in the classroom unless they are used for an in class assignment directed by the
teacher. Students may keep phones and electronic devices in their lockers or in their school
bags. However, all devices and cell phones must be turned off at ALL times during the school
day. Any electronic device used inappropriately during the school day will be confiscated. The
device will be returned to the student at the end of the school day. Second offenders will
receive further consequences (see discipline) and will lose further electronic device privileges.
Students are responsible for any personal electronic item they bring on campus, and at no time
is Charter Day Middle School responsible.

Exit Information

Parents withdrawing their children must fill out a “Withdrawal Form” at the time of withdrawal.
Children’s permanent records will not be forwarded until the form is completed and a request for
transcripts has been received from the student’s new school.

Field Trips

Charter Day School recognizes that school trips are a fun and necessary part of education.
Permission slips and appropriate attire are required in order for the student to participate. Safety
is a primary concern of the school. If a parent wishes to volunteer to drive for a school trip, proof
of insurance and assurance of a safe driving record must be submitted before the day of the
trip. Those parents who have volunteered to drive for field trips must complete the Field Trip
Drivers Form and provide a copy of their insurance declaration page. Drivers will need to bring
the declaration page into the administration office where a copy will be kept on file. When
available, the school bus will be used. Only students and faculty are allowed to ride on the bus.
All children are required to participate in school sponsored field trips. Any excuses must be in
writing and pre-approved by the Director of Middle School.

o INC - Incomplete grades must be made up at the end of each nine weeks or the
grade will be changed to an F.

The Charter Day Middle School academic year is divided into four 9-week grading periods. Two
grading periods constitute a semester, while two semesters complete the school year.

Progress reports are sent home with students halfway through each nine-week period. Report
cards are sent home at the end of each nine weeks. Parents are asked to sign progress

reports and report cards and return signature

Parents may schedule meetings with teachers by writing them a note or calling and leaving a
message for a conference. Additionally, parents may schedule a meeting with the Middle
School Director by contacting the school office. Please realize that the Director has many
meetings and appointments and will not always be able to meet with you immediately.

Health and Safety

Knives
Charter Day School has a “No Knife” policy for students. This includes pocket knives, folding
knives, Bowie knives, and all other knives. Any student with a knife in his/her possession will
have the knife confiscated. The knife will be stored in the office until retrieved by a parent. A
second incident may result in suspension from school. Any student who threatens or
intimidates another student or staff member with a knife or any weapon will be immediately
expelled.

Dispensing Medicine - prescription and non-prescription

The staff cannot dispense non-prescription medicine (such as aspirin or creams for itching, etc.)
to students. Students who need to take prescribed medication must have a current prescription,
and a completed “Dispensing Medications Form” that can be obtained in the middle school
office. This form needs to be filled out by a doctor, signed by a parent, and returned to the office
before the medication can be administered. Under no circumstance should a student have in
their possession any type of medication. Medication must be dispensed through the office only.
Prescription medicines will not be kept from school year to school year. All medications will be
disposed of at the end of the school year if they are not pick-up by a parent. All medication must
be kept in a locked box in the office.
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Sick Child
If your child becomes ill at school, we will contact you immediately. If we cannot reach you, we
will use the emergency contact numbers on the student’s enrollment form to contact you or the
person you designate. Please remember, we cannot keep ill children at school.

Blood Borne Pathogens
Any staff member or child who is diagnosed as having a blood borne disease, e.g., AIDS, HIV,
HBYV, etc. shall be allowed to continue to attend duties/school unless it is determined that the
staff/child is too ill to attend or presents a health risk to others. In any case of communicable
disease, strict adherence to control measures as defined by OSHA and the North Carolina
Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources, Division of Health Services will be
observed.

Accidents/Injuries
In the event of a serious injury, the school staff will use the emergency contact information that
you provided on your child’s enrollment form to contact you or the person you have designated.
If necessary, we will call 911 while we are trying to reach you. Our staff will complete an
accident report to keep on file for insurance purposes.

If the injury is minor, the classroom teacher will exercise judgment in making a decision to call
you. In most cases you will be alerted so that you will have the option of viewing the injury
yourself.

Pink eye, ringworm, chicken pox, and other contagious conditions
To protect the school population, students with ailments that are easily spread must be kept at
home until treatment renders the students non-contagious.
. Pink Eye (Conjunctivitis): Student may return to school with a doctor’s note, or 24
hours after antibiotic treatment has started, or when the eye is no longer red and
swollen and discharge and itching has stopped.

. Ringworm: Student may return to school after-treatment has begun.
. Chickenpox: Children may return to school after all lesions are crusted.
Fever

Students should not come to school with a fever of 100 degrees or higher. Additionally, a
student should not come to school if they demonstrate any of these symptoms: malaise,
headache, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain or symptoms of upper respiratory infection.

Head Lice
We have a zero nit policy. If you discover lice or nits in your child’s hair, please do not send
them back to school until they have been treated and all the nits have been removed. Please
tell your child not to share other children’s combs, brushes, hats, etc.

Treatment to Kill lice includes the use of prescription or nonprescription lice shampoo. Use the
shampoo or lotion as directed on the bottle for all members of the family with eggs or lice.
Contact your private physician, pharmacist, or health department if you need assistance in
treating lice.

Experts say that it is imperative to disinfect personal articles such as clothing, bedding, and
towels by washing them in hot water for 20 minutes or by professional cleaning. Non-washable
items can be sealed in airtight plastic bags for 10 days. Combs and brushes can be soaked in
2% Lysol solution or in one of the lice products, or heated in a pan of boiling water for 5-10
minutes. Vacuuming carpeting and furniture, especially where children play or watch TV is
imperative. Sweep up loose hair in areas not vacuumed.

After adequate treatment, please accompany your child to the school office where he/she will be
inspected for lice and nits. Upon a thorough inspection by school personnel, the child may
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remain in school if nits and lice are not found. Please re-check your child frequently to ensure
lice has not returned.

Remember, head lice may cause extreme discomfort, interfere with concentration and
spread easily; therefore, we ask parents to give this matter immediate attention. Children
will only be given two days excused absences for lice and nit removal.

The faculty and staff of Charter Day School are required by law to report any suspected
case of child abuse or neglect to the Department of Social Services.

Homework

It is the responsibility of parents to provide adequate time and environment for homework
assignments to be completed. Homework is not an optional activity. All homework is to be
completed prior to the beginning of the class for which the work was assigned.

Homework turned in after the due date will be late and will be due by 3:30 on the next day.
Homework due on Friday will be due the Monday of the next week. Late work will have one
letter grade deducted from the final grade. Any homework turned in two days late will have two
letter grades deducted from the final grade.

Middle School Hours of Operation

Office Hours: 7:45 a.m. - 4:00 p.m.

School Hours: 8:00 a.m. - 3:30 p.m.

Earliest arrival: 6:45 a.m. - 7:45 (Before school daycare program)
Staff arrival time: 7:45 a.m.

All middle school students must standing in their homeroom line and prepared to begin
the school pledge by 8:07a.m.

Internet use policy

Middle school students are not allowed unsupervised access to the Internet at school.
Access is only available under the direct supervision of a teacher, instructional assistant or other
trained adult.

Lockers

Each Charter Day Middle School student is provided a locker at no charge. Lockers are school
property. In requlating and supervising locker use, school administrators may conduct a
locker inspection when it is felt that the health, safety, or welfare of students or staff is
threatened. This statement serves as “prior notice” of locker searches.

Students must provide their own locks for their lockers. Students are encouraged to keep
their combination private and not tell it to other students. They should also check that
their locker is closed and then spin the dial to ensure that it remains locked. These two
precautions will greatly decrease the chances of lockers being broken into.
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Charter Day Middle School is not responsible for any lost/misplaced items.

Lost and Found

Lost and found articles that are turned into the office will be returned to the owners upon
identification. We urge parents to put nametags on clothing and other articles. Items not
claimed will be given away to local charitable organizations or sold the last week of school prior
to breaks.

Lunch and Snack

Charter Day Middle School does not provide food services. Students need to bring a lunch and
drinks; Meals will be eaten in the multipurpose room, the classroom, or outside, weather
permitting. Please strive to pack healthy and filling meals. High sugar, caffeinated, and highly
processed foods do not give children the energy they need to learn and function well in a
classroom; fast food lunches should be avoided because they can create problems with
jealousy and resentment. Please keep our environment in mind also and pack meals in reusable
and/or recyclable containers to help eliminate excessive waste. In the event that a student
forgets a lunch, parents must bring lunch to the school office. If you are unable to provide your
child with a lunch, please notify the Director.

Off Campus Activities

The same Charter Day School rules of behavior and discipline, as well as the consequences
already outlined under Disciplinary Action, will apply to Charter Day School students attending
and participating in any off campus school sanctioned activities.

Parking

Use the parking spaces next to the administration building as well as the area across the street
from the administration for the middle school. Please do not drive your vehicle into the grassy
areas at anytime. Parents are not allowed to park in the designated staff parking areas.

Parent Conduct on Campus

Parents are reminded that they are very visible role models while on campus and should
conduct themselves with that in mind. The rules and standards of behavior for students apply to
all adults on the campus. Specifically, parents are asked to keep these limits in mind:

1 Between 7:45 a.m. and 3:30 p.m., enter a classroom only if you have an appointment
with the teacher. All parents must first check in with the school office. Visitors will be
issued a school pass by the school office which must be worn at all times during their
visit. Parents are not allowed in the classrooms prior to the start of school.

Enter an empty classroom, even if unlocked, only with the permission of the teacher.
Grade books are highly confidential and are not available to the parents. Parents may
find out what their child’s grades are by scheduling a conference with the teacher.
Parents may request to view their child’s academic records but must be accompanied by
a school employee.

Disagreements may
be resolved in private or off-campus.

1 Do not litter. This includes cigarettes. This is not only a litter problem, but a fire hazard
as well.

Failure to observe these standards of behavior can result in parents being denied the

right to come on campus.

Parent Volunteers

Parent volunteers are always welcomed and encouraged at Charter Day School. General areas
for volunteering include: classroom support, administrative support, campus maintenance and
assisting at special events. If you are interested in volunteering, please contact your child’s
teacher or the school office.

*All volunteers must sign in at the Office for each visit to the school*

Participation

Students are required to participate in all school directed activities. Any exceptions must be in
writing and pre-approved by the Director of Middle School.

Physical Education

The State of North Carolina requires that all students “Recognize the joy of participating” in
athletic activities. Therefore, each child is expected to participate in P.E. classes. A daily note
will be accepted on each day for three (3) consecutive days, if a student cannot participate in
P.E. classes. Beyond three days, a doctor’s statement must be presented.

Promotion Requirements

All students shall meet all attendance requirements as specified by the Charter Day School
Board of Trustees.

All students shall earn a yearly average of 70 or above to pass any subject area. All four
guarters will be added together to obtain a yearly average.

To be promoted, a student must pass Language Arts/Reading and Mathematics at or above the
Minimum Acceptable Grade Level as defined by the Charter Day School Board of Trustees.

Academic promotion requirements which are specified in a student’s Individualized Education
Plan (IEP) shall establish the promotion standards by which students with an IEP will be
promoted. Any academic requirements for promotion stated in this policy which are not
modified in a student’s IEP shall remain as a requirement for promotion.

Minimum score at or above grade level (lll) on EOG tests in Third, Fifth and Eighth Grades is
required. This is a state requirement.
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No student will be retained for athletic purposes.

Parents will be notified of possible retentions no later than the end of March. The final decision
for promotion will be made by made after End of Grade testing has completed.

The State of North Carolina has vested all final promotion authority with the Headmaster of
Charter Day School.

Remediation

Charter Day Middle School does not offer summer school. Students are encouraged to attend
remediation after each of the nine week grading periods. Students attending remediation will be
allowed to make up missed work and receive help on concepts they don’t understand.
Remediation attendance is only one part of the picture when looking at promotion or retention of
students who do not make the grades at the end of the year.

Re-Enrollment

Prior to the end of the second quarter of school a letter will be sent to all parents concerning
their intent to re-enroll their child. This letter must be returned to the school office no later than
the date provided.

The Letter of Intent allows us to determine the number of students per grade that will be able to
enroll for the next school year. It is very important that this letter be returned as quickly as
possible.

Returned Check Fee

A fee of $25.00 per month will be charged for a returned check until payment is made. After two
returned checks from an individual, CHARTER DAY SCHOOL will no longer accept checks for
payment.

Selling Items for Profit

Students are not allowed to sell items at school such as candy, gum, games, toys, etc. All items
intended for sale or sold for profit will be confiscated. The only exception is the selling of goods
for an approved school fundraiser.

School Safety

Safe schools are critical to creating a learning environment where students can succeed. Staff
and students share in the responsibility to take reasonable precautions and safety measures to
create and maintain safe schools.

1 Supervision

The reasonable supervision of students is the responsibility of all faculty members. The
faculty is expected to take an active part in supervising all students, not just the students under
a particular teacher’s charge. All students must be reasonably supervised whenever they are
on campus during the academic day, on campus participating in extracurricular activities, and
whenever they are off campus on school-sponsored trips
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1 Care of School Buildings and Grounds

The headmaster is required to inspect school buildings, playgrounds, equipment and buses for
health, fire and safety hazards on a regular basis and as required by law. Any staff member
who observes any potential hazards must immediately notify the headmaster. The headmaster
must notify the Superintendent immediately of repairs needed in order to meet safety standards.
Proper signs indicating potential danger are to be posted. The Superintendent shall provide to
local law enforcement and emergency management agency’s copies of floor plans of all school
buildings and site plans showing campus boundaries and access points upon request and/or as
the need for such plans arises.

1 Reporting Suspicious Behavior

Students are required to notify any staff member of any acts of violence or any unusual or
suspicious behavior that may endanger safety. Ongoing student education efforts will

aim at minimizing any fear, peer pressure, embarrassment or other impediments to
students reporting potential problems. Staff must report immediately to the headmaster or
assistant headmaster any student’s information or their own observation of unusual or
suspicious behavior or acts of violence. The headmaster is required to investigate and act
upon — as necessary - any reports of such behavior including, when appropriate, reporting
criminal activities to law enforcement.

Sports

Charter Day School offers archery, athletic club, basketball, and is affiliated with Pop Warner.

Student Immunizations

Charter Day Middle School requires that all students attending school be immunized as per
North Carolina rules delineated in 15A NCAC 19A.0400. Complete and up-to-date records of
the student's immunizations must be provided by the parent/guardian to the school office within
30 days of enroliment.

Student Recognition

There are many ways students are recognized for following Bacon’s way. These students
demonstrate by their actions that they are working towards the student learning outcomes of
self-directed learners, problem solvers, thinkers, quality producers, community contributors,
collaborative workers, and individuals who respect themselves and others. Students can earn
the following:

1 Honor Roll All students who receive a final grade point average of 3.5 or above are
recognized for high academic achievement. Students who make the honor roll receive a
Charter Day Middle School certificate.

1 Student of the Month Students are nominated by their teachers for academic
achievements and good citizenship. Students receive a certificate signed by the teacher
and Director.

1 Charter Day Coupon Any student doing anything positive and helpful on campus may
be acknowledged with a Charter Day coupon. The coupon is deposited in the Charter
Day School jar in the office. A drawing is held every two weeks for rewards!

Student Records

Confidentiality of all student records is protected by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy
Act of 1974. Charter Day School cannot make available any student information to unauthorized
persons.

Review, Release of Records to Parent, Guardian or Eligible Student
A parent, guardian or eligible student (one who is at least 18 years old or is married) will be
allowed access to the student's records upon proper request. A formal review of a student's
complete records will be conducted only in the presence of the Middle School Director or his or
her designee.

Release of Records to Others
Student records will be released promptly upon request from any school to which a student
transfers, and in other circumstances specifically permitted by law. Written permission by a
parent, guardian or eligible student is required for the release of a student's records in any other
circumstance.

Telephone use

The Charter Day Middle School telephone is for business and emergency use only. Students
will not be allowed to make routine calls from school at any point in the school day. Obviously,
emergency use is unquestioned, but you are asked to make travel and after-school plans ahead
of time in order to keep the school telephone lines available.

Testing

Charter Day School will administer a nationally recognized standardized test each year in order
to compare the scholastic aptitude of our students on a national scale. Additionally, all children
will participate in grade appropriate state required End-of-Grade testing.

Text Book Fees/Fine

At Charter Day School, damaged textbooks will earn a fine. These fines are meant to encourage
students to take care of their books and to discourage any deliberate defacing of school items.
As such, the fines do not relate directly to the original price of the book, except in the case of a
book that is no longer fit to be checked out. In that case, the replacement cost of the book will
be charged. Parents and students are asked to look over each assigned and record any
damage found. Any damage not reported will be charged to the student. All damage must be
reported to the teacher when it is found. All textbooks must be covered with a book cover to
minimize damage.

Tutoring

Special tutoring is available to all students on an as needed basis. |If it is determined that a
student requires additional remediation, it will be provided during the last week of each break.
Teachers are not allowed to tutor their own students for money after hours. The use of an
outside tutor during school hours is not authorized. Parents may elect to hire a tutor if they
desire; however, they will not be allowed to use the Charter Day School facilities. The use of
any outside consultants, regardless of specialty field, must have permission from the
administration prior to coming on campus.

Middle School Uniform Policy

Charter Day Middle School students are required to dress in the appropriate school uniform.
High standards of decency, cleanliness and grooming are expected at all times. The
Administration believes these dress guidelines are reasonable. Additionally, if a child's clothing
is torn, dirty or not properly fitted, parents will be asked to replace the uniform.

Jackets or sweatshirts that have offensive or inappropriate material for school will not be
allowed.

Girls- All skorts and skirts must be kneei length or longer.

Skirts or Skorts: Knee-length or longer khaki, navy blue or plaid.

Socks/Stockings: White, navy blue or green. (Plain, no designs).

Turtlenecks/Undershirts: Forest green, navy blue or white (Plain, not designs).

Sweater: V-neck or cardigan. Forest green, navy blue or white.

Shoes: Casual dress or athletic. Flip-flops and sandals are prohibited. Students must wear

closed-toe/closed-heel secure shoes at all times. Platform boots or boots with high heels

are not allowed. No Heelys allowed.

T Shirts: Polo: white, navy blue, light blue, purple or forest green. All shirts must be
tucked in at all times.

1 PE Uniforms: Authorized RBA PE uniforms only. Students will wear their uniform to
school on PE days only.

Pants: Khaki or navy blue. Plain, not cargo pants. Must be worn with a belt.

Shoes: Casual dress or athletic. Flip-flops and sandals are prohibited. No Heelys allowed.

Shirts: Polo: white, navy blue, light blue, purple (spirit day) or forest green. All shirts

must be tucked in at all times.

1 PE Uniforms: Authorized RBA PE uniforms only. Students will wear their uniform to
school on PE days only.

9 Jackets: No jackets will be permitted to be worn in the classroom.
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Cheerleaders

1 Cheerleader Uniforms may be worn on game day or on the Friday before a competition
or game. Full uniform is required.

Please note:

1. Only middle school students have the option of wearing a light blue or purple
polo shirt.

2. After school activities which require wearing a uniform (e.g. Scouts, Spirit
club, etc.) may only be worn once a week and only on the date of the activity.

There are numerous events in life that require people to dress-up. This is no less true for
students. Dress-up days will be designated as special occasions as determined and announced by
the faculty and administration. Such times will include the presence of a guest speaker on
campus, a special assembly, or certain off-campus events. The dress-up uniform is considered
khaki and white.

i Excessive or radical hair cuts or colors are not allowed.

1 Hem length for all skirts and skorts must be at or below the knee- It is always better to
err on the side of modesty.
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1 Make-up is not allowed for elementary students; middle school girls may wear
conservative make-up.

Boys:
1 No jewelry is allowed. Watches may be worn.
1 Hair must be off the collar, above the eyebrows, and not past the top of the ears.
9 Excessive or radical haircuts, hair styles, or unnatural hair colors are not allowed. Hair
cannot be braided or twisted.
Socks must be worn
No mustache or beards. Boys must be clean shaven.
